Some of the qualifying records you seek involve discipliﬁary records in which all of the allegations of
misconduct have been classified as “Unsubstantiated,” “Unfounded,” or “Exonerated” — accordingly, disclosure of
such records is hereby denied pursuant to Public Officers Law Section 87 2(b), as a review of such records indicates
that disclosure would constitute an unwarranted invasion of personal privacy (please see Committee on Open
Government, FOIL Advisory Opinion 19775 (7/27/2020) and FOIL Advisory Opinion 19785 (3/19/2021).

Additionally, some of the qualifying records you seek pertain to a continuing investigation, and release of any such
records is hereby denied pursuant to Public Officers Law Section 87 2(e) i., as the release of such records may interfere
with the continuing investigation.

You have the right to appeal a denial of any records, or portions thereof, in writing to the Office of the Suffolk
County Attorney within thirty (30) days of such denial. If you intend to submit an appeal, please submit such appeal in
writing to the FOIL Appeals Officer, Suffolk County Attorney, H. Lee Dennison Building, P.O. Box 6100,
Hauppauge, NY 11788 (please attach a copy of this correspondence and your original FOIL request to your written
appeal). The FOIL Appeals Officer must respond to your appeal within ten (10) business days of receipt of such
appeal.
